NOTICE TO STUDENTS

You are required to appear for the assessment (s) at the centre under which you are registered unless otherwise
advised by the Council in writing.

You are required to observe all instructions given to you by the Supervisor, Invigilators or Officers of the Council
responsible for the conduct of the assessments.

You are required to attend punctually at the time shown on your timetable. If you arrive more than half an hour late
for an assessment, you will not be allowed to enter in assessment room.

You may leave the room temporarily at any time after the first half-hour but only with the permission of the
invigilator. After the first half-hour, you may leave as you have finished your paper and handed in the script to the
Supervisor/invigilator.

You may bring into the assessment room only materials which are specifically permitted. If you are suspected of
cheating or attempting to cheat, or assisting someone else to cheat, you may in consequence be disqualified from
the assessment and excluded from all future assessment of the Council. Any notes or other unauthorised material
found in the assessment room may be retained by the Council at its discretion.
